Tips and Tricks

= Q K eep your finish fresh

Wood finishes tend to develop a scum on the top if stored in the
original container over an extended period of time. To avoid
this and keep the finish fresh, | store my finish in aMason jar
and seal it with a FoodSaver adapter for the jar connected to a
small vacuum pump that removes the air from the jar but not the
liquid. FoodSaver sellsthe regular jar adapter for $8.99 and the
wide mouth jar adapter for $9.99.
